Short scientific profile 
Flavia Martinelli graduated at the School of Architecture of the University of Florence in 1976 
and obtained a Ph.D. in City and Regional Planning at the University of California, Berkeley in 
1986. She is Full Professor of Policies and strategies for territorial cohesion at the DArTe-Department of 
Architecture and Territory of the Mediterranea University of Reggio Calabria. Her work focusses 
on the territorial dimension of socioeconomic development processes, regional disparities, and public policies for 
lagging regions. Within this general field of inquiry, her main lines of investigation include: 
industrial models and processes (large firms, de-industrialisation and outsourcing, industrial 
districts); the service sector and its articulation (services for production and for reproduction); 
tourism; development policies (European, national, regional and local); territorial planning tools 
(integrated, negotiated, and/or strategic programmes). Her privileged area of investigation is the 
historically lagging South of Italy, in a comparative perspective. Her approach to territorial analysis 
is multi-disciplinary: regional systems – and the differences among them – are the territorially 
embedded historical outcome of complex interactions between structures, institutions and agency 
(economic, social, political, cultural), within specific regions and areas, as well as between these 
and the broader national and international dynamics. The comparative perspective is witnessed 
by her continued participation to international research projects and academic networks, as well 
as her publications.
